The present structure stands over the place where
Constantine built the first church over Saint Paul's grave. The
churchfeaturesa portrait of every pope who has servedthe church.
Climb the graceful Spanish Steps and stop at the famous Trevi
Fountain before returning to your hotel this evening.

OCTOBER 10- ANCIENT ROME

Discover the history woven throughout Rome with visits to the
Colosseum, the Pantheon, the Forum, Circus Maximus, the Arch
of Titus, the Baths of Caracalla and the Arch of Constantine today.
Aftertouring, you will be transferred to the Port of Civitavecchia to
board the Odyssey of the Seas.

Thefirststopis at Lake Kournas,
whereyou'llsavoradelicioustreat of traditional cheese pie with honey among white sands
and ancient olive trees. Next up is a tour of the fortress-like monastery, whose history
dates to Byzantine times. Finish with a stroll through distinctively ancient yet distinctly
modern Rethymnon.

OCTOBER 13-EPHESUS

Ephesusisone ofthe Seven Churches of Revelation and was once a bustling port town with
wide, colonnade-bordered streetsanda population of 250,000. Spectacular excavations
haverevealed much of the glory of ancient Ephesus, including the vastagoraandlibrary,
butmuchhasbeenlost. Theancientworld once declared the Temple of Artemisto be one
ofthe Seven Wonders of the World but today, only asingle columnremains to markitssite.
Viewtheterrace houses, also known as “the houses of the rich,"which give atrueimpression
of the ancient lifestyle. Explore the Museum of Ephesus for an up-close look at ancient
artifacts. You will have time to explore on your own and retrace some of Paul's footsteps.

OCTOBER 14-MYKONOS

Journey to Jerusalemto see Caiphas' House, where Jesus was tried before the Sanhedrin.
Stand uponthe Mount of Olives and viewthe city as Jesus did. See the ancient olive trees
of the Garden of Gethsemane. Wander the Old City to view the Pool of Bethesda and walk
along the Via Dolorosa. Step inside the Church of the Holy Sepulchre, built over the sites
ofthe crucifixion and the resurrection.

OCTOBER 15-ATSEA

OCTOBER 16 - LIMASSOL

Go deep into Cyprus' history as you explore the island today. This beautiful port town is
known foritsseafood, pottery, leathergoodsand traditional lace works. Wanderthe streets
andenjoythe shopsonyourwaytothe Kolossi Castle built by the Order of St. Johnin 1210
inthe city center of Limassol. Take a trip to Paphos from Limassol to explore ancient ruins,
archaeologicalsitesandthe goddess of love's mythical birthplace. Travel pastthe Temple
of Apollo on the way to this UNESCO-recognized city and discover elaborate tombsin a
3rd-century necropolis.

OCTOBER 17-RHODES

Get the real, authentic Rhodes experience by exploring it on foot. Your walking tour will
begininthe picturesque Old Town, where you will pass through and learn all about Agora
and Collachium, where the Knights of St. John of Jerusalem lived and worked. Marvel at
the stunning churches, exquisite Jewish quarter, the Inns of Knights, and the Palace of
Grand Masters. Youwill then tour the palace interior and walk down the Street of Knights.
Its path is paved with impressive marble and mosaics. Then, it'sonto the Hospital of Knights
Museum, whereyou'lllearnallaboutthe insand outs of this majestic town. Afterward, stop
for arefreshmentin a local café. Exploring Rhodes on foot will inevitably leave a lasting
impression on you.

OCTOBER 18-ATHENS & CORINTH

Discover the rich architectural splendor of the ancient city of Athens as your guide
introduces you to the world-renowned Acropolis, the Propylaea, the Parthenon and the
Erectheum. Stand on Mars Hill as the Apostle Paul did when he proclaimed, “l found an
altarwiththisinscription, TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Whom therefore ye ignorantly worship,
hedeclare luntoyou." Asyoustrollthe agora (ancient marketplace and center of Athenian
public life), recall thatthiswaswhere the Apostle Paul preached "Jesusand the resurrection”
to the skeptical Athenians. Also, see the House of Parliament, the Presidential Palace
and the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. This afternoon, tour the city of Corinth, where the



Apostle Paul met fellow tentmakers Aquila and Priscilla and received a vision from the
Lord saying, “l am with thee, and no man shall set on thee to hurt thee: for | have many
peopleinthiscity.” AsPaul spoke, Crispus (chief ruler of the synagogue) and many others
believed and were baptized, establishing the church at Corinth to whom Paul later wrote
histwo epistles. Discover the archaeological museum, marketplace and temples. Asyou
walk among the ruins, stand on the Bema, where the Apostle Paul stood before Gallio to
face charges brought against him by the Jews.

OCTOBER 19-SANTORINI

Dockin Santorinitoday, one of the most beautiful of the Greek islands, where picturesque,
whitewashed villages topped with brilliant blue domes stand in stark contrast to the
sheer drop cliffs overlooking the Aegean Sea. The island itself perches on the edges of
avolcano whose eruption 3,500 years ago is thought to have led to the collapse of the
Minoan civilization. Explore the island on your own orjoin one of the optional excursions
available for purchase onboard.
