Asyou
walk among the ruins, stand on the Bema, where the Apostle Paul stood before
Gallio to face charges brought against him by the Jews. Overnight in Athens.

SEPTEMBER 26 - EPHESUS

Ephesus is one of the Seven Churches of Revelation and was once a bustling
port town with wide, colonnade-bordered streets and a population of 250,000.
Spectacular excavations have revealed much of the glory of ancient Ephesus,
including the huge agora and library, but much has yet to be recovered. The
ancient world once declared the Temple of Artemis to be one of the Seven
Wonders of the World, but today, only a single column remains to mark its site.
View the terrace houses, also known as “the houses of the rich,” which give a true
impression of the ancient lifestyle. Explore the Museum of Ephesus for an up-close
look at ancient artifacts. You will have time to explore on your own and recreate
some of the footsteps of Paul.
